Dear Parents,
	Happy New Year to everyone! I hope all of you had a wonderful, relaxing holiday.  These past two weeks have gone by quickly! Welcome back to school!
	Our units in January will be: Winter and the four seasons and Penguins and Polar Bears. We do have a field trip on Thursday, January 14th to Fountain Rock Park. Please meet at the park at 9:15. The program runs from 9:30 to 11:00. The program is very good. The program goes with our study of Woodland animals that we studied in November and December. Most of the program is inside, but Miss Alice may take us outside for a nature walk depending on the temperature and weather. Due to the time of the field trip, there will be no school before or after the field trip.
	We will continue with our reading groups and word rings next week. Please continue to work on the word rings at night. Make a game out of studying the words. Take them off the ring and make sentences out of the words. Race to see who can say the words the fastest. Please make this time fun but beneficial. Do not feel that the whole entire ring must be completed each night. Concentrate on the new words and mix in some of the old words. When the little books come home, please take the time to really listen to your child read. They are so pleased to be reading! When they have finished the book- ask them to “retell” what happened, ask them the characters, ask the setting, and ask questions about the book. Cover the pictures and have them read if you think your child has memorized the book. Please have your child read the book more than once because this helps them with their fluency.
	In math this month we will continue to work on number order, number recognition, writing numbers and counting. We will continue to work on addition. The penny will be introduced this month.
	Please remember the “kiss and fly” policy as we start back to school. You may find your child is a little more “clingy” and tired this week. This is perfectly normal. Mrs. Colby and I will help them readjust to school again. Please do not worry about them.
